Like any living being,                                  a farm experiences seven life processes: Breathing, Warming, Nourishing, Secreting, Maintaining, Growing, and Reproducing.  As we relate our farming activities to these life processes, we develop a new way to listen to the land.

This course will meet one Sunday a month for eight months.  Each month will focus on one of the lectures from Steiner’s Agriculture and a section of his book Theosophy.  Some physical and artistic activities will enhance our explorations.  Please read the first lecture, and chapter one before attending the first class.
This is not a ‘how to farm Biodynamically’ course, so you need to have some experience with farming or gardening and have gotten your hands dirty.  The hope is that this course will give greater meaning and clarity to your day to day work on the land.
